Drawing & Multimedia + Portfolio Review with Dorris Crandall: This class is designed to help students develop their skills, strengthen perception, and expand their 
personal style.  Each student will experiment with new media and receive one-on-one instruction to learn basic drawing and to discover the medium that works for them. 
 
Figure Workshop ð no instruction: Open to all Guild adult members. No registration necessary. Those attending pay $6.00 plus the shared cost of the model. 
 
Oriental Watercolor & Pastel with Caroline Klein: A brief history of Sumi-e (Oriental Watercolor) will be given as we go along, as well as a description of the materials to 
be used. After basic strokes and control of brush are mastered, we'll tackle multiple tones on one brush, and then color. The goal is to finish some pieces and learn to paste 
them down for framing. For Pastels, again, materials will be discussed, along with composition and application of pastels. 
 
Watercolor for all levels with Sally Brandenburg: Sally Brandenburg shares her excitement for watercolor with students of all levels in this class which focuses mainly on 
transparent watercolor, some classes working with different types of paper. Her paintings range from florals, landscapes and people-scapes to abstracts and collage. 
 
Oil & Acrylic Painting with Ozzie Arnts: Learn techniques of drawing, composition, perspective, color and value on any subject on which a student wishes to work. 
Learning "How" is useless if you don't understand "Why." 
  
Watercolor with Deborah Redden: This class is designed to teach students of all levels the fascinating process of watercolor.  Brush work, application of paint, 
composition and design will be emphasized.  Students will learn how to use color, texture and value to create dynamic watercolors.  Classes will be individualized for each 
student and each lesson will build on prior knowledge.  
  
Drawing and Painting for children, teens, and adults with Leslie Backlund: Individual attention given to students of all levels and interests. Students learn drawing, 
composition and color theory while working on their own choice of subject matter. Leslie also offers a Portfolio Review class for teenagers who are preparing to be art 
majors in college and portfolio prep classes for young teens applying for high school art programs. 
  
Lyrical Abstract Expressionism with James Kent: Medium: Acrylics. The Lyrical Abstract Expressionism painting class begins its 13th year in the fall of 2009. This class 
teaches the non-representational, non-objective abstract expressionist painting style as pioneered by artists such as Richard Diebenkorn, James Brooks, Franz Kline, and 
others. Paintings are started with no preconceptions, with an emphasis on editing as the most important part of the process. Students work in acrylics. Painting time and a 
group critique is offered.  
 
All Levels Watercolor with Ann Curley: This course stresses the basics and then uses them in a painting. Demonstration is given, pointing out how to solve the different 
problems. Critiquing is done as the student progresses.  
 
Figure Drawing with Instruction with Kristen Lanfrank and Kate Okeson: Figure drawing is a vital part of the fine art portfolio as well as a requirement for all college art 
majors. Learning to draw from life is a very important concept for every artist to master.  
 
Drawing and Painting with Anne Goldberg: This is a good class for beginners! All new students are encouraged to try one class before registering. Age of students is 
from young teen to young adult. Abilities range from beginner to those preparing for art school enrollment. Observational drawing and painting are stressed and each 
student works on his or her own, individual projects. Choice of projects is the responsibility of the student. Students must supply their own materials. The emphasis of this 
class is on enjoying the process of creating art in a relaxed atmosphere.  
 
Watercolor Basics and More with Tom Wilczewski: Thomas Wilczewskiôs dedication to watercolor painting started nearly thirty years ago. Entirely self-taught, his 
subjects range from still life to landscapes and seascapes. His inspiration comes from various sourcesðit might be a nearby beach or garden or a view of a faraway place. 
Join Tom in this class for all skill levels of watercolor painting. 
 
Beginning Digital Photography with Patricia Hart Zackman: This is a basic class on digital photography.  Take your camera out of the box, charge the battery, and learn 
what all of the settings on your camera can do.  What is a megapixel, how many megapixels do you need, why is the sensor on your camera important, what is white 
balance and why is it important?  Learn to download pictures from your media card to your computer and organize your photos for easy location and identification.  What 
photo editing program do you need, should you pay for one or use a free service on the web?  Bring your questions!  
 
Botanical Drawing and China Painting Pen & Ink, Watercolor Wash with Pat Ellson: Students will learn how to draw flowers, fruit, architectural scenes, buildings, etc. 
with an emphasis on learning to observe how a flower or plant is created, grown, and colored from reality. Recreating a scene is done with photographs to develop an 
understanding of basic perspective. Students can learn to use clayboard as a medium with watercolor, watercolor pencils and more to emphasize lines, shadows and focal 
interest. 
 
Sculpture with Mira Welnowska: A basic course on sculpture. Course includes model and supplies.  
 
Oil Painting with Judy Stach: Paint the Spirit that is Your Art: The class is designed for the painter who wants to bring a painting to a finish Gallery Ready! It can be a 
painting they have worked on previously or may be started in Class. We break at 11 for a 10 minute show and tell which includes framing advice or marketing information 
plus other interesting facts for the professional Artist 
 
Portrait Painting with Roberta Carter Clark: Born in St. Louis and raised in Wisconsin, Roberta Carter Clark has been interested in painting people since her teens. 
Among her honors are inclusion in Whoôs Who in American Art and Whoôs Who in American Women. After years of study with many fine painters, she enjoys sharing her 
knowledge with others. Students will work in watercolor and oil. 
  
Advanced Watercolor Techniques with Lisa Grob: This class will teach the various advanced watercolor techniques for landscape paintings and will emphasize the 
elements of composition and design that will enable the students to create their own award-winning paintings. Students attending this class should have some experience 
in drawing and should be familiar with watercolor, but not necessarily experienced painters.
